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I think USSMEAC is an S/M response to atrocity.

I have talked to some legal societies who protects S/M community members from predudice.  

They we offended at first, like Cyrill, that I would malign an already misunderstood culture. 

In particular any reference to the word torture is an insult to the Safe Sane and Consensual BDSM Community:

“Since you sent this to the only advocacy group that is working to destigmatize SM, 

I have to let you know that equating SM and torture is exactly the opposite of what 

we need to do in this society. I know you think it's cute and funny, but I don't 

think so at all because I see far too many people whose lives are ruined from 

discrimination and persecution because of the perception that SM is torture. Why in 

the world would an artist interested in politics want to further that perception?”

But upon explaining that I was aware that ‘Humane Torture’ was an oxymoron,

And that USSMEAC was a way of shaming military sex criminals 

by showing them how sub-cultures are sometimes more capable 

of ethical practice than institutional forces... 

They said:

“Now if your piece was a denouncement by the SM community of what's been done to 

prisoners who have no lawyers or way out of that hellhole, I'd agree with that. 

There's no consent, no safeword, no legal steps for them to take to stop what's 

happening to them. That would be thought-provoking for vanillas to hear that even 

those radicals doing SM think that what's being done by the US is reprehensible - 

when we may do exactly the same acts within a consenting framework, which makes it 

okay. Then you could use your ethical stance to show how the government is worse 

than SM practitioners.”
